43% More Wango In This Year’s Tango
John Ivey is tired. After all, he had to drag his ass out of bed before 5am yesterday and high-tail
it down to KIIS-FM/Los Angeles, where he occasionally works, to be on hand when America’s
Ryan Seacrest™ made the big announcement of the lineup of the 2008 edition of KIIS-FM’s
“Wango Tango” concert that will star many artists you may be familiar with: Miley Cyrus, The
Jonas Brothers, Flo-Rida, Danity Kane, Pitbull, The Dey, Cherish and a special performance
from Snoop Dogg. Now how much would you pay? Wango Tango ’08 happens Saturday, May
10 at the Verizon Wireless Amphitheatre in exotic Irvine, CA. Seacrest will host, naturally, as he
seems to have prior experience in that particular area. His lovely co-hostess: Lindsay Lohan,
who performed at a previous Wango a few years ago. “I’m really pleased with the broad lineup
of talent this year,” Ivey tells ST Daily, after his morning nap. “It covers the Top 40 musical
spectrum and really reflects the diversity of KIIS.

For the record, this
will be Ivey’s seventh Wango Tango, dating back to 2002.

One unexpected highlight of yesterday’s announcement: Seacrest debuted “Buzzin,’” the
inaugural Suretone/Interscope single from Malibu-based hip-hop duo Shwayze, featuring rapper
Shwayze and his longtime pal and collaborator Cisco Adler, frontman for the band Whitestarr,
who co-wrote the songs, produced and provided backup vocals. After hearing “Buzzin’” on the
radio, Seacrest personally invited them to perform at Wango Tango. They said OK.
